Macaroni Pie or Cheese Pie, I’ve heard it called both, but
whichever it goes by, all call it good!

Ingredients:
1 cup elbow macaroni
2 tablespoons butter
9 jumbo eggs (or 11 large eggs)
1 teaspoon salt
1 pound sharp cheddar cheese, shredded
1 - 12 ounce can evaporated milk
milk, about a cup

Cook macaroni in salted water just until soft, drain and
add butter; set aside to cool. Break eggs into a well

greased 9 X 13 glass baking dish.  Beat eggs with salt until
transparent.  Add evaporated milk and mix well. Add
cooled macaroni and the grated cheese and mix gently.
Add enough regular milk to bring the level of ingredients
to within half an inch of the top edge of the baking dish
and mix again. Bake at 350° for about 45 minutes or until
center is set, jiggle the dish to check.  May be baked at
375° for less time if it is sharing the oven with another
dish.  Just keep an eye on the center to keep from over
cooking.
For years, this recipe was never written down on paper,
just passed down by watching and doing.  It takes a bit of
practice to pull it from the oven at just the right time.
Enjoy!
